Holidays and Holy Days

I’'m writing this the day before I'm due to begin some holiday time. By the time you
read this, the holiday will be a distant memory, but that does not mean the holiday
has not been of value. We all do need a holiday from time to time.

Even if we can’t ‘go on holiday’, we can take ‘minute holidays’, perhaps meeting a
friend, going for a walk, taking time for a hobby, playing with a pet, spending time
with grandchildren. Much as many people enjoy order and routine, we also need a
break from the humdrum of daily life, if only for an hour or so.

You probably know that the word ‘holiday’ comes from ‘holy day’. It stems from the
time when the only break people had from work and the routine of life was on the
Holy Days of the Church year; Christmas, Easter, Ascension (my father had vivid
memories in the 1930s of going to a school service, and then being given the rest of
the day off on Ascension Day), Saints’ Days etc. The Church festival or holy day
provided an opportunity for a break from work and daily routine but centred around
the worship of God.

Including God in our holiday is a principle we’ve largely forgotten. Perhaps it’s
something we need to regain so that our holidays can become holy days; times of re-
creation as well as recreation in the presence of God, who longs for his people to rest.

Modern Martyrs; Esther John

Esther John was born into a Muslim family in
British India on 14t October 1929, one of seven
children. Her original name was Qamar Zia, and
she was educated during her childhood in a
governmental school. She moved to a Christian
school when aged 17 years and was inspired by
the faith of some of her teachers. While reading
the 53 chapter of The Book of Isaiah she felt the
power of conversion to the Christian faith.

India was
partitioned in
August 1947 and
the family moved
into the new state
of Pakistan. In
Karachi, Qamar
met a Christian
missionary, called
Marian Laugesen,
who gave her a
New Testament to
read. For seven
years she continued to study the Bible and her
faith deepened. She started to become afraid of
the possibility of an arranged marriage to a
Muslim man, so ran away from home and back to
Karachi and Marian. Qamar changed her name to
Esther John and worked in an orphanage. She
remained in touch with her family and their
relationship varied from calm and supportive to
anxious and difficult. They still wanted her to go
home and marry. On 30 June 1955 she moved to
Sahiwal, in the Punjab, to live and work at a
Mission hospital. She stayed with Chandu Ray, the
first Anglican Bishop of Karachi, celebrating her
first Christmas with him. She wanted to teach and
evangelise and entered the United Bible Training
Centre in Gujranwala in September 1956. By April
1959 her studies were complete and she moved
to Chichawatni to live with a community of
American Presbyterian missionaries. Her work
involved travelling around villages by bicycle,

evangelising, teaching women to read and
supporting them in their work in cotton fields.

Unfortunately, this life was not to last. In
mysterious circumstances she was discovered
brutally murdered in her bed on 2™ February
1960.The Christian community buried her at the
Christian cemetery in Sahiwal. A memorial was
built in front of the hospital where she had
worked. The Christian community in Sahiwal
remember her with love even today. Another
memorial stands to commemorate her life and
death, a sculpted image above the door of
Westminster Abbey as one of the ten Modern
Christian Martyrs representing thousands of
others in history.
