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'| hate September' says one. 'l hate that the summer's over,
the fruits are all picked, the animals are hibernating, the
swallows have gone, the leaves are dead and falling from the
trees, the nights are drawing in and the weather is cold and
damp. Roll on spring........ and another thing. My kids are going
back to uni so the house will be empty.'

'| love September' says another. ' The crops and fruits are
harvested safely and stored away, the trees and hedgerows
are beautiful with their autumn colours, | can plant bulbs and seeds which will grow and give
us food and beauty in the spring, and we have to cope, whatever the weather. | like planning
now what I'll do in my garden and allotment, so that things will be even better next year.'

I wonder which one echoes how you feel? The glass half full or the glass half empty
sentiment?

Perhaps they each have a point.

The fruit trees are indeed bare and so are many fields; there may be bad weather bringing
problems for us all; some will have to cope with children leaving home, and things may look
bleak.

However, the bare looking fields shelter seeds which are quietly growing, the bulbs we plant
in September will give us pleasure and satisfaction before long; and perhaps later there will
be enormous happiness to find that those immature children did cope with their new life and
did you proud.

September seems to be a marker where some things are finished and over while there is also
the satisfaction of knowing that the seeds we plant after we've cleared the ground be it in
garden, field, allotment, or greenhouse, are signs that we hope and believe that they will
flourish into new life. It's a picture of life continuing, new things, new beginnings. New
beginnings for children leaving home too!

Christians know that God is with them whichever month it happens to be. He is the creator of
the earth, the swallows, the animals, the wonderful autumn colours, the seeds which grow
into our food, the sun and moon. night and day, the seasons, seedtime and harvest. All these
wonderful things are his doing.

Whatever our feelings about September, the 'turn of the year', we surely need to give heartfelt
thanks for God's goodness to us, the beautiful world, the miracles of seeds growing, and
crops to harvest. We have the assurance too that he loves us and is with us always. He
promised that through his son Jesus. What more do we need.

Modern Martyrs; Dietrich Bonhoeffer

Modern Martyrs; Dietrich Bonhoeffer

Dietrich Bonhoeffer was born in Wroclaw
[Breslau] in Poland on 4t February 1906. His twin
sister, Sabine, and he were the sixth and seventh
siblings of a family of eight children. When the
twins were six years old the family relocated to
Berlin, their father becoming the Head of the
psychiatric clinic at Berlin University. The children
were home schooled by their mother, a devout
Christian and trained teacher. The family were
musically talented, and Dietrich played the piano.
He developed an early interest in the church and
went on to study Protestant theology, achieving a
doctorate and becoming a pastor to a German
congregation in Barcelona, a lecturer at Berlin
University and a leader of youth ministry. In 1930
he had a scholarship in New York at the Union
Theological Seminary and travelled widely in the
USA and Cuba. He had a close association with
the African-American Abyssinian Church in
Harlem. All this was to change with the rise of the
National Socialists in Germany in 1933.

Dietrich and his family circle were critics of the
National Socialists from the beginning. In 1933
Dietrich broadcast a radio address criticising the
leadership principles of the Party and lectured
about the ‘Church and the Jewish Question’. He
was a member of the Emergency Covenant of
Pastors and of the Confessing Church and
opposed the co-ordination of the Lutheran
Church with the National Socialists. He travelled
to London and made friends with Bishop Bell of
Chichester, who became an advocate as life
became more difficult. In 1935 he established an
illegal seminary in the town of Finkelwalde to
train Lutheran pastors opposed to the official
church, writing ‘Life Together during this period.
In 1937 the seminary was officially banned and
went underground.

In 1939 he returned to New York, but as war
broke out he went home to Germany and joined

opportunity to pass information back to Britain
and to assist 14 Jews to escape to Switzerland. In
early 1943 he became engaged to Marie Von
Wedemeyer, but this happy period ended later
that year when Dietrich and two of his brothers in
law were all arrested in Berlin. Dietrich and Marie
were able to write to each other throughout his
imprisonment, poems and lectures compiled and
published after the war. In 1944 the failed
assassination attempt on Hitler’s life resulted in
him being moved to Buchenwald concentration
camp, being moved to Regensberg and then
finally to Flossenberg concentration camp. On 8t
April 1945, in the closing weeks of the war, he
was sentenced to death and was able to get a
message to Bishop Bell — ‘This is the End — for me
the beginning of life” On 9% April his life ended,
but his writing, thoughts and work live on even
today. The Third Reich could not silence him
forever.

Many thanks to all those people who so kindly helped in this fund
raising. Those who baked, served refreshments, took gate monies, oversaw car
parking, dog sitting, cleaning and sold plants, donated plants, and helped put up the
marquee were so generous with their time and expertise. Those who attended the
garden open days and private parties [sometimes the same people!] made it all
worthwhile.

Ladies’ groups featured prominently in the numbers attending the garden open
sessions this year.

‘Who am 1?

When we honestly ask ourselves which person in our lives means the most to us, we
often find that it is those who, instead of giving advice or solutions, have chosen
rather to share our pain and touch our wounds with a warm tender hand.

The friend who can be silent with us in a moment of despair or confusion, who can
stay with us in our hour of grief and bereavement. The one who can tolerate not
knowing, not curing, not healing and face with us the reality of our powerlessness,
that is a friend who cares.

Offer the outstretched hand, all human beings are bound together in some way.
It is by chance we are family, but it is by choice that we are friends.

So, I invite you to strengthen those bonds of friendship, work at it, those friends, they
need you in difficult times, none of us are problem solvers, just listen and understand,
it is an incredible honour, listen with your ears and your eyes.

From a personal angle my own husband is in care with Dementia and has been for a
year now. I was like many other dementia families, I struggled to share it with
anyone, putting on a brave face, until I could do it no more, then the guilt hits you.

From out of no where came two neighbours from three doors down. I had only ever
spoken to them on an everyday level and yet, here they were, like angels, accepting
me, and what was happening, walked my dogs, never judged me. I cannot tell you

what they have meant to me and the support they have given me, every day, without

question.

They have been friends to me when life has and still is hard.

People ask me how my husband is? They don’t ask me how I am? Fear of the answer?,
I want to say, actually he is physically fine, better than he has ever been. Wonderfully
cared for and settled, but for me it’s a long journey, sometimes lonely.

As many of you know I work as a Funeral Celebrant and conduct services and have
had many decades working in the Hospice movement.

Funerals may be attended by well over a hundred people. When I thank them for
coming to show their respect and support the family, I also ask them to carry forward
that support, stay in touch, as that family is only just beginning to adjust to a new
rhythm of life. It can be bewilderment, sorrow, abandonment. It is a long road back to
something that resembles normality. It’s been a seismic shift in their lives.

To close I end as I started,
‘Whoam1?

I am someone you know very well,
Every man and every woman you meet.
Thank you for listening.
